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Room numbers include 
building code prefixes. 
For example, room 5-152 
is located in the Geoffrey 
R. Weller Library (Building 
5), and room 8-322 is 
located in the Teaching 
Laboratory (Building 
8). The Administration 
building does not use a 
building code prefix. 

The first number after 
the building code prefix 
indicates the floor level on 
which the room is located. 
For example, room 10-4520 
is located on the fourth floor 
in The Teaching & Learning 
Centre (Building 10).
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Our Regional Campuses
UNBC serves more than 500 students who live 
throughout northern BC. Programs are delivered 
through a network of regional campuses, 
which include facilities in Terrace, Fort St. John, 
Quesnel, Prince Rupert, and the Nass Valley. To 
date, nearly 800 students have graduated from 
these campuses.

Beautiful sunlit atriums, massive wood beams, and stunning architecture featuring more than 
7,000 windows distinguish UNBC’s Prince George campus. None of the buildings is taller than the 
surrounding trees ensuring a close connection to nature. Sitting on about 5.5 square kilometres 
of university property, the 97,447 square metre campus overlooks the city of Prince George and 
connects to a local network of nearly 100 kilometres of hiking, biking, and skiing trails. These are a 
few of the reasons Maclean’s Magazine once again named UNBC the best small university west of 
Atlantic Canada.

Administration Building
The “Admin” houses UNBC’s 

administrative departments and some 
faculty offices. The atrium features 
massive windows, stunning wood 
beams, and works by Haida artist 
Bill Reid. The space is frequently 
used to host dinners, receptions, 
announcements, and even weddings!

	 The Conference Centre 
contains the Canfor Lecture Theatre 
as well as a number of rooms for 
teaching and conferences. The 
building is notable for its extensive use 
of structural wood. Large laminated 
beams exist beyond ceiling tiles and 
behind walls to give the building its 
shape.

At 8,547 square metres, the Teaching 
and Learning Centre is one of the 
largest buildings on campus. It 
houses classrooms, teaching labs, 
academic offices, research space, 
and student areas for many UNBC 
programs. The atrium provides a 
spectacular view of the campus and 
Prince George.

Northern Sport Centre 

At 13,485 square metres, this high-
performance sports facility is home 
to UNBC’s varsity athletic teams and 
open for community use. The NSC 
features the province’s longest indoor 
track, a multipurpose field, a three-
court gymnasium, squash courts, and 
several other fitness facilities.

Teaching Laboratory
The 7,921 square metre 

laboratory houses teaching labs, 
lecture theatres, and computer 
labs. The four-storey building is 
characterized by its sunlit glass 
staircase, affording impressive views 
of the campus and the city of Prince 
George.

The spacious, four-storey Library 
features an impressive wood and 
light-filled atrium. Students enjoy 
state-of-the-art technology and 
comfortable spaces for quiet study. 
The Library is home to the Northern 
British Columbia Archives, which is 
devoted to the preservation of the 
region’s history.

The Agora connects many of 
UNBC’s buildings together, allowing 
easy indoor access throughout 
the campus. Built around a central 
courtyard, it is home to several 
campus services, many of which are 
described here. 

Telus Student Street and 
the Bentley Centre
Telus Student Street houses a number 
of services, including the Registrar, 
Cashier, Financial Aid, and Advising. 
The impressive wood ceiling reminds 
visitors of a canoe. The nearby 
Bentley Centre provides space for 
meetings, seminars, and studying.

Canfor Winter Garden
The Winter Garden is a popular 
gathering area for students, who are 
often found drinking coffee, listening 
to music, or relaxing on the large 
stairs. It is also a major meeting point 
for many in the university community. 
Student club activities and events 
frequently take place in the Winter 
Garden.

Food Court
The Food Court is a popular place to 
relax, enjoy a meal with friends, and 
even study. It contains a full-service 
cafeteria and seating space over two 
levels. The area features impressive 
wood architecture and large, floor-
to-ceiling windows that let in an 
abundance of natural light.

I.K. Barber Enhanced 
Forestry Laboratory
The I.K. Barber Enhanced Forestry 
Lab consists of four greenhouse 
compartments and a laboratory that 
allows for research on soils, wood 
fibre, and tree growth. The building 
utilizes wood pellets for heat.

Theatres

Student Residences
The on-campus student residences 
are located within minutes of most 
campus buildings. Each unit is 
smoke-free, fully furnished, and 
equipped with cable, phone, and 
internet connections. The buildings 
are named after Carrier words: 
“Neyoh” means “our home,” while 
“Keyoh” means “our community.”

Childcare Centre
The Childcare Centre is located 
beside the student residences and 
offers more than 90 spaces for 
children aged 18 months to five 
years. The Centre provides a range of 
engaging activities that enhance child 
development.

Power Plant
The Power Plant delivers heating, 
cooling, and emergency power to 
the buildings within Ring Road and 
distributes all power from BC Hydro 
to the entire campus. The plant has 
four boilers for heating, two chillers 
for cooling, and two emergency 
generators.  

Bioenergy Plant
UNBC’s bioenergy gasification system 
provides heat to the Prince George 
campus, reducing the natural gas 
consumption by up to 85%. The 
building, certified LEED Gold, also has 
a lab for bioenergy-related research. 
UNBC’s bioenergy program attracted 
an international sustainability award 
in 2010.
