Person required to manage canoe concession in backcountry of South Tweedsmuir Provincial Park, approximately (50 km west of Nimpo Lake, BC) interior of Coastal Mountains

Description
*Greet and organise park users to the Canoe Chain.   Provide details and information related to canoeing, fishing, camping, hiking, and camp fire use that are part of the PFO’s responsibility in the contract area

*Organise and outfit users with canoes and equipment and information for the canoe chain

*Responsible for maintenance of the canoe chain as per Operator Permit/Contract (maintaining trails; clearing trails of blowdown and cutting back brush; cutting firewood on campgrounds; cleaning toilets, tent pads and fire pits; cleaning 2 small cabins as needed; picking up garbage; repairing structures such as foot bridges, boardwalks, docks and canoe rests; repainting sign posts and food caches, etc)

*Collect backcountry camping fees and daily record keeping of overnight use attendance 

*To fulfill all obligations of the Contract according to the Annual Operating Plan with BC Parks


Experience/Skills Required
*Canoeing -  From flat Water to 40 cm waves; Portage 55 - 70 pound canoe

*Physical fitness  - high  -  must be capable of combined hiking/canoeing 20 - 40 km  on some days, carry up to  15 kg (30 pounds) of personal gear and chainsaw

*Chain saw - Must be able to handle medium size chain saw, fall small dead standing trees, buck into firewood size pieces, chop wood

*Operate 14 foot aluminum boat with 8 Horse power outboard motor

*First Aid - Standard First Aid Certification or Wilderness First Aid

*Public Relations Skills/Hospitable

*Able to live in remote wilderness camp location up to several weeks at a time


*General backcountry wilderness skills/bear awareness

Accommodation

Provided in a 5m x 5m four-walled canvas army tent on a raised platform with wood stove

Food provided and flown in as needed with incoming/outgoing clients
