Here are some quick facts about

trends in British Columbia:

*         BC tourism currently ranks as one of the province's largest

economic sectors in terms of employment and revenue. 

*         The industry directly employs 117,500 people and generates

$9.5 billion in visitor revenues in 2004. When you include indirect

tourism employment this number swells to 266,000, almost 1 out of every

8 jobs in the province.

*         Based on industry growth patterns, BC Tourism will need 84,000

more skilled workers in the next decade.

*         4 out of every 10 tourism-related jobs created as a result of

growth from the 2010 Winter Games will be outside the Mainland/Southwest

region of the province. 

*        Tourism is one of the top five employers in this province with

wages and salaries totaling more than $3.2 billion annually 
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
