Seed Grant Application

The QRRC is accepting applications from internal (UNBC), national (Canadian) and international researchers interested in conducting research out of the QRRC. The purpose of a seed grant is to initiate research activities in the Quesnel River watershed and to increase awareness of research opportunities at the QRRC.

Eligibility
Awards are available to anyone interested in conducting research in the Quesnel River watershed. It is expected that the researcher(s) will use the QRRC facilities. It is anticipated that the research undertaken through the grant could lead to a publication, help develop a larger grant proposal or provide graduate students with financial help for their studies.

Grant amount

The total seed grant fund for each year is expected to lie within the range $5,000 to $10,000, with individual grants dependant on the number of grants awarded that year. 
Expenses
The grant may be used in the following capacities: (i) to contribute to travel to the QRRC and within the watershed (i.e. airfares, rental vehicles, fuel etc); (ii) for fieldwork expenses; or (iii) in kind for expenses while staying at the QRRC (i.e. accommodation and rental costs).

Grant application
Stage 1: Send an initial e-mail to one of the contacts listed below, briefly outlining the research idea and general objectives of the research as it relates to the QRRC and/or Quesnel watershed. During this dialogue stage the applicant will be made aware of the suitability of the proposal, as well as the amount and nature (cash or in-kind) of the funds available for the upcoming fiscal year. 
Stage 2: Submit an application of 1 to 2 pages outlining research objects, timetable, budget for funds requested and expected research outcomes.

Application deadline
February 15th of each year. All submitted applications will be evaluated by the QRRC Seed Grant Panel and decisions made within 2-3 weeks of the deadline.
