The paintings I have submitted to this show are from a "family" of images completed between 2001 and 2005.  These particular images are all based upon landscapes in

the Robson Valley, or side-valleys. My particular obsession over the years has been describing and relating to the recession of glaciers in the Canadian Rockies.

In addition, these paintings include gestural marks that are intended to suggest that there is a "larger hand" at work in the landscape. "September" (begun in June 2001 and completed in February 2002) shows a glaciated area behind Mt. Lucille. "Horeb" (completed 2004-2005) describes a tumbling glacier below Mt. Lunn up Castle (Cottonwood) Creek. "Nebo" is another image from Castle Creek, on the Cariboo side of the Robson Valley.

It is a particular pleasure to show a group of paintings from this series

together. While not conceived as a triptych, I think they may easily be seen

as such.

Trevor Lloyd Jones obtained 6 years of formal art training in England (at Colchester, Sheffield and Goldsmiths' College of Art).  Trevor has been painting and teaching for over 35 years, most of that time living and working in the Robson Valley.  He has had numerous solo exhibitions (and group shows) in Europe and Canada, and his work can also be found in private collections in Europe, North America, Australia and New Zealand. His most recent solo show was "High Places and Sacred Mountains" at the Two Rivers Art Gallery (2006). His work involves imagery from both the Canadian Rockies and Central Australia. While his paintings are based primarily on the landscape, the imagery combines figurative elements with abstract and symbolic elements.
