They speak to the strength and durability 
needed to survive within this  landscape.  
His sculptures are challenging 
by their obviousness.
No fluted columns or distracting ornamentation here,
only the imagination transformed into symbol,
reminding us of the primitive source
that lives at the centre of human experience.
Both masculine and feminine aspects 
are well represented: these are the works of a total man,
exploring the truth of his be-ing.
