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In this talk, I draw on two multi-year community engaged 

research projects (including one based in the Haisla Nation and 

Kitimat, BC) and three research reports to explore several 

questions, including: 

•  What do we know about the gendered and intersectional 

implications of resource extraction?

•  How are (or can) northern and Indigenous women’s 

experiences be better reflected in assessing the impacts of 

resource projects?

•  What sorts of strategies are northern Indigenous and settler 

women using to ensure that their experiences are included in 

policy development, including related to resource extraction?
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
